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Protection and Hygiene Concept of the Schaubude Berlin
Status: 15 November 2021

I. General regulations
1. Scope of application

(a) This protection and hygiene concept for
performance operations and cultural education
offers applies to the Schaubude Berlin,
Greifswalder StraBe 81-84, 10405 Berlin, is
drawn up in accordance with the SARS-CoV-2
Infection Protection Measures Ordinance and
follows the hygiene framework concept of the
Berlin Senate Department for Culture and
Europe. This protection and hygiene concept is
issued in addition to the General Terms and
Conditions of Schaubude Berlin as amended
from time to time.

(b) The SARS-CoV-2 occupational health and
safety standards of the BMAS apply to the stage
and backstage areas as well as to rehearsal
operations. The SARS-CoV-2 Occupational
Health and Safety Standard Recommendations
for the Stage and Studio Sector / Rehearsal and
Performance Operations Sector of the VBG shall

apply.

(c) The protection and hygiene concepts of the
partner venues apply to events at partner venues
as part of the international festival Theatre of
Things 2021.

2. Compliance with the measures

To ensure compliance with these measures, an
audition service is on site for each performance.
The performance service is authorised to
exercise domiciliary rights. Persons who are not
prepared to comply with these regulations may
be refused entry within the scope of the
domiciliary rights.

3. Internal information management

All staff members are regularly informed by e-
mail about the currently valid protection and
hygiene measures. The artists are informed
about the current measures in advance of their
work at the Schaubude Berlin. By signing the
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contract, they undertake to comply with the
protection and hygiene concept valid at the time
of the performance as well as with the
regulations of the SARS-CoV-2 Infection
Protection Measures Ordinance and the SARS-
CoV-2 Occupational Health and Safety
Standards of the BMAS valid at the time of the
performance.

4. Information management for visitors

The Schaubude Berlin website and the online
ticket provider will provide information about
the currently valid measures. At the entrance to
the theatre, in the foyer and in the sanitary
facilities, information  about applicable
protective measures, hygiene instructions,
distance rules and rules of conduct will be
posted on notice boards, displays and
comparable information carriers.

5. Health status of visitors

Visitors who have had contact with a person
suffering from COVID-19 or who themselves
suffer from an upper respiratory tract infection
should not attend the event. The regulations on
segregation of the SARS-CoV-2 Infection
Protection Measures Ordinance apply. Persons
with symptoms of a respiratory infection of any
severity are not permitted to enter the facility.
This cannot be circumvented by a negative test
result, proof of full vaccination or convalescent
status. This is visibly indicated in the ticket office
and entrance area as well as on the website.

6. Ventilation

Ventilation of the theatre hall is ensured by a
mechanical ventilation system with fresh air (air
capacity: 8,550/11,180 m3/h). The use of this
ventilation system allows the regulations
formulated in the hygiene framework concept in
Section Ill. b) to be applied to the theatre
auditorium. A ventilation log is kept for the
theatre hall (date, time of start and end of
ventilation, name of the person ventilating). In
addition, the CO2 pollution of the room is
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checked via a CO2 traffic light. The foyer is
equipped with a mobile recirculating air filter
system. The sanitary facilities have a
permanently installed ventilation system.

Il. Protection and hygiene requirements
1. Obligation to wear a medical mask

Visitors are obliged to wear a medical mask
during their stay in the theatre. The mask may be
removed at the visitor's own seat. It is
recommended to wear the mask at the seat as
well. Children up to the age of six are exempt
from the obligation to wear a medical mask.
Medical masks can be purchased at the
entrance.

Visitors with an increased risk of a severe course
of SARS-CoV-2 infection who cannot wear a
medical mask are advised not to visit.

Cultural education projects are also required to
wear a medical mask. The mask can be removed
at your own assigned place and on stage during
scenic actions according to the instructions of
the responsible leaders.

2. 2G rule for visitors

Visitors will only be admitted to the shows with
a digitally signed certificate of vaccination or
recovery:

(a) Digitally signed certificate of vaccination with
a European Union approved vaccine against
Covid-19, the last required vaccination of which
was at least 14 days ago.

(b) Digitally signed certificate of a positive PCR
test result for SARS-CoV-2 coronavirus infection
at least 28 days and not more than six months
ago.

Exempted from the 2G rule are:
(a) Children and adolescents up to the age of 18

years. Children and adolescents 6 years of age
and older must provide a negative test result.
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(b) Pupils who are subject to regular testing as
part of their school attendance. In their case, the
pupil's ID card or a BVG pupil's card is valid as
proof.

(c) Persons who cannot be vaccinated for
medical reasons. They must have tested
negative and prove their inoculation capability
by means of a medical certificate.

If a negative test result is required in the exempt
groups, proof shall be provided by submitting a
written or electronic certificate of the negative
test result. Proof of testing can be provided
either within 48 hours before the start of the
event by PCR testing or, if possible, on the same
day (max. 24 hours) by rapid antigen testing.
There is no possibility for on-site testing.

3. Access rules and testing strategy personnel
3.1 General access

All persons working in the Schaubude Berlin
must be vaccinated or recovered or provide
proof of a negative test in accordance with § 6
(1 SARS-CoV-2-
InfektionsschutzmaRnahmenverordnung on
each day of employment. The proof must be
presented to the receiving staff on arrival at the
theatre.

3.2 Shows

Staff with direct contact with the audience (i.e.
persons who are in the same rooms as the
audience) must be vaccinated or have
recovered. Persons essential to the performance
who are not vaccinated or recovered must
provide evidence of negative testing in
accordance with § 6 (1) of the SARS-CoV-2
InfektionsschutzmaRnahmenverordnung on
each day of the performance. Proof of testing
must be presented to the receiving staff upon
arrival at the theatre.

3.3 Testing policy
All vaccinated and recovered persons working in

presence at Schaubude Berlin are asked to
perform a self-test three times a week before or
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upon arrival at the theatre. For persons who have
not been vaccinated or recovered, 3.1. applies
accordingly.

All vaccinated or recovered persons who are
employed in performance work with direct
contact with the audience are asked to test
themselves on each performance day before or
upon arrival at the theatre. For persons who have
not been vaccinated or recovered, 3.2. applies
accordingly.

The self-tests will be provided by Schaubude
Berlin.

4. Minimum distance

Visitors are obliged to maintain the minimum
distance of 1.50 m at all times. This does not
apply to persons who are exempt from
compliance under the SARS-CoV-2 Infection
Control Measures Ordinance. The flow of
visitors will be controlled by at least two staff
members at all times.

Patrons will be assigned fixed, numbered seats.
For performances for families, the seating plan
in Appendix 1 applies. For performances in the
evening programme, the seating plan in
Appendix 2 applies. For performances for
groups from educational institutions, the
following applies: These groups are exempt from
the minimum spacing within the group. At least
two rows are left free between groups.

The sanitary facilities of the Schaubude Berlin
have been spatially adapted and cordoned off to
ensure compliance with the minimum spacing.

5. Admission and Exit

Admission begins 30 minutes before the
performance starts. Tickets and proof of identity
will be checked without contact. Visitors over 16
years of age must show photo identification at
the entrance; for visitors under 16 years of age,
identity will be verified by the legal guardian or
accompanying person. To avoid congestion, the
public is requested to take their seats directly.
There is access to the rows from both sides of
the seats. It is possible to empty the auditorium
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via two exits. For performances for organised
groups from educational institutions, it is
possible to let the audience in and out in groups
via two entrances and exits. The routing is
marked. A room usage plan is posted.

6. Ticketing

For the time being, tickets will only be available
in advance online. There will be no box office.
Only numbered seats will be sold. Visitors are
required to take their assigned seats. School
classes and day-care groups can reserve their
tickets by calling 030 4234314 or by sending an
email to ticket@schaubude.berlin.

7. Attendance documentation

Attendance documentation in accordance with
the SARS-CoV-2 Infection Prevention Measures
Ordinance will be carried out. First and last
name, full address, e-mail address and
telephone number will be collected as part of the
ticket purchase.

The attendance of participating children or
adolescents as a cohort will be documented by
the supervising person by providing first and last
name, class level or group name, institution as
well as e-mail address or telephone number of
the supervising person.

The data shall be kept protected from inspection
by third parties for a period of two weeks after
the visit and shall be handed over to the
competent authority upon request if the proper
keeping of the attendance documentation is
verified or if participants were demonstrably
suspected of being infected at the time of the
event.

The attendance documentation shall be kept in
accordance with Art. 5 of the Data Protection
Regulation (DSGVO) and in compliance with
data protection principles, and shall be
destroyed after two weeks in accordance with
the SARS-CoV-2 Infection Prevention Measures
Ordinance (SARS-CoV-2-
InfektionsschutzmaRnahmenverordnung).
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8. Hygiene-related measures

Disinfectant dispensers are available at the
entrance to the theatre, in the sanitary facilities
and in the backstage area.

The cleaning cycles are adjusted according to
the performance schedules. A cleaning schedule
is prepared and available for inspection in the
box office area. Contact surfaces are disinfected
regularly, in any case before each performance.

9. Gastronomy

The theatre bar of the Schaubude Berlin is open
for free sale during performances. It is operated
in accordance with the SARS-CoV-2 Infection
Protection Measures Ordinance and the hygiene
framework concept for catering establishments.

The gastronomy is open exclusively for ticket
holders of the respective performance. Only
drinks will be sold.

a) Minimum distance

Drinks may only be consumed in the theatre
auditorium at the seat indicated on the ticket.
Guests will be informed of this by means of
notices and at the time of sale. This ensures that
the minimum distance to other guests is
maintained. In all other respects, the regulations
from point Il. 4. of this protection and hygiene
concept apply. In the queuing area, the
minimum distances are made clear with floor
markings.

b) Ventilation
Point I. 6. of this Protection and Hygiene
Concept applies.

c) Information management
Point I. 4. of this protection and hygiene concept
applies.

d) Attendance documentation
Attendance documentation is ensured by point
. 7. of this protection and hygiene concept.

e) Medical mask
Point Il. 1. of this Protection and Hygiene
Concept applies. Staff are obliged to wear a
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medical mask unless they are in the counter area
protected by Plexiglas.

f) Hygiene-related measures

Point Il. 8. of this protection and hygiene
concept applies. Rinsing procedures are carried
out exclusively by machine at temperatures of
60 degrees Celsius.

g) 2G rule and general access
Point II. 2.
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
